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Sam Tavoni Men’s Softball League Rules 
Revised 2/19/08 

 
 
 
1. All bats can be used, unless banned by ASA. Before each game the umpire will check all 

bats.  
 
2. The minimum age limit for players is 16. A parent(s) signature is required. 
 
3. Line-up: 

1. Cards are to be completed and submitted to the official scorer and Umpire at the 
start of each game. All available substitutes should be listed. 

2. Start with 9, finish with 9.  A 10th player can be added to the game as long as his 
name is on the line-up card when it’s turned in at the start of each game.  An out 
will be given until the player arrives. 

3. Coaches have the option to put every player on the line-up.  Every player is 
considered starters.  Rules are as follow: 

• When a player is injured and cannot continue to play it will be an out when 
it is the players turn to bat. 

• When a player is ejected from the game that players team forfeits that 
game. 

 
4. The Home Team of the 1st game is in charge of bases and numbers. The visiting has the 

option to line the field.   
 
5. The winning team of the last game is to put away the bases, numbers and have the lights 

turn off. The league will enforce a penalty at any given time during the season if this 
task is not completed. 

 
6. There will be a 10-minute grace period ONLY for the 1st game. Each player will start 

every game with a 1 and 1 count. The grace period will also be included for the playoffs. 
 
7. Any player without the appropriate jersey will be penalized one out per game. 

The opposing team may choose to use the out anytime during the game.  
No appeals 

 
8. Home runs are 2 & 1 up to a 5 homerun limit. 
 
9. Forfeits:  The league will waive the 1st forfeit per team. If a 2nd forfeit, $40 umpire fee is 

due to the league before the next schedule game. To avoid the penalty fee notify the 
league officer within 24 hours. 

 
10. Any team(s) that forfeits 5 games will be ejected for the rest of the season. 
 
11. Each player on the roster must have 9 games played to qualify for the playoffs.  
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12. Coaches will be notified by 5 PM if there is a cancellation due to weather. 
 
13. NO spectators permitted in the dugouts at anytime. 
 
14. NO alcohol allowed at the softball complex. 
 
15. Rain outs are made up on the following Friday.  
 
16. The bulletin board located at the snack stand will be updated with changes. 
 
17. Trash: 

Each team will be participating in cleaning out the trash cans.  
Penalties for not participating: 

1st -$50 fine to be paid by next game. 
2nd Eliminated from Playoffs. No Appeals.

Zero Tolerance for Abuse 

 
Any player (s) who uses abusive, foul language or throwing of any equipment (bats, gloves 
etc...) will face ASA rules as well as the league rules. 

 
League rules are as follows: 

 
1st Offense 

Player (s) will have 2 games suspension with no appeal. 
 

2nd Offense 
Player (s) will be suspended for a year and will be asked to leave the ballpark.  
 

Zero Tolerance for Fighting 
 

Any Player (s) involved in or around a fight will be asked to leave the ballpark and face a 1-
year suspension from the time of the fight, No appeal. Player (s) will be put on 1-year 
probation the following ball season.
